THE SCHOOL COMPETITION PATHWAYS IN SURREY 
TRACK & FIELD and CROSS COUNTRY pathway for Secondary Schools
The schools competition structure for Surrey follows the national structure, which includes District** Competition, County Schools Championships, Inter-County Championships and English Schools Championships. Every athlete must follow this pathway.  For example, without entering the Stage 1 competition, an athlete cannot enter the English Schools Championships. (Stage 2a is the only optional section of the pathway.)
**District refers to the groups of schools listed on page 7 of this Guide. The reformed districts are a combination of School Sport Partnership schools, independent schools and FE/HE colleges.

	STAGE 1 – DISTRICT COMPETITION

The athletes that compete in this competition are selected by their teachers.  Each secondary school should enter a team and the athletes represent their school.  This competition is usually run by teachers, with assistance from young leaders and community coaches/clubs where possible. The events should be organised by on rotation by a sub group made up of teachers from a number of schools within the district.
Recommended Selection Process – All Districts are strongly encouraged to run their local event as a selection process for the Surrey Schools (County) events. Further details on entry deadlines and events dates & venues can be found on pages 5&6. Selection Criteria, entry forms and district team members can all be found at www.ssaa.org on the relevant District page.

	STAGE 2 – SURREY SCHOOLS COUNTY CHAMPIONSHIPS

The athletes that compete in this competition are selected from their District competitions.  Each District enters a team and the athletes represent their District at their chosen event.  An athlete can only enter one event.  This competition is organised by the Surrey Schools Athletic Association.
District Support at County Events – Each District will be assigned a specific role at County events and are therefore required to provide an adult volunteer to both Cross Country & Track & Field competitions. It is suggested that this is done on a rotational basis amongst all the schools within the District Group. Please note, these volunteers are in addition to your District Team Manager who will organise the team on the day.

	STAGE 2a - SCHOOLS INTER-COUNTY CHAMPIONSHIPS

Athletes from each event in the Surrey Schools County Championships should go on to compete in the Regional County Championships.  They are selected as a result of their performance at the Surrey Schools Championship, or by Surrey Schools Managers based on knowledge of previous performances. Each athlete represents their County.  This competition is organised by each competing county on a rotational basis.



	NATIONAL
	STAGE 3 - ENGLISH SCHOOLS CHAMPIONSHIPS
The Surrey Schools Athletics Association selects the athletes that compete in this competition.  Each athlete must have achieved a qualifying standard, which has been set nationally to be considered for selection and there is a limited squad size per County.  This qualifying standard can be achieved in any of the above competitions and it can also be achieved in a recognized club competition in the same Track & Field season. Athletes wishing to be considered for selection at English Schools level should have competed in the Surrey Schools Championship, representing their District. Under exceptional circumstances athletes who have missed the Surrey Schools due to International Duty or injury who are proven athletes will be considered.

Every county across England enters a team and the athletes represent their County.


AVIVA SPORTSHALL ATHLETICS & QUADKIDS

The Aviva Sportshall Athletics (www.sportshall.org) Secondary Programme for use in Autumn, Winter and Spring, builds on the Primary experience and offers ideal solutions to the challenges of intra-school competition and the retention of young people in competitive school sport following transition. Recommended and endorsed by England Athletics, the programme offers opportunity for progression to county and regional finals. Through club links pupils can progress to a National Final.

Programme Overview - Aviva Sportshall Athletics Secondary retains an emphasis on team competition whilst also encouraging athletes to develop individually. The focus on key skills, coupled with the inclusion of individual races and the addition of shot putt reinforce the relevance of Sportshall for those athletes preparing for the outdoor season. Standard formats are recommended for Years 7 and 8.

NGB Matrix for Athletics - The recommendation from England Athletics and the Youth Sport Trust is for each school to participate in a single School Sport partnership event /final prior to the winning teams progressing to a county final.  

QuadKids (www.quadkids.org) is a new and exciting athletics concept designed for the summer months to give more children the opportunity to participate in and enjoy the benefits of track & field athletics and also to identify the stars of tomorrow. Resources and score sheets are available online.
QuadKids is an effective and inclusive way of getting more children to participate in physical activity, helping LEAs and schools meet their National Curriculum Key Stage 2/3 targets. England Athletics has selected QuadKids to be part of a national framework for athletics competition in England. From 2009 QuadKids will be working with England Athletics and the various governing bodies to deliver Athletics based competitions in schools and clubs. Specifically designed to be inclusive, competitive, quick, fun and simple to run. QuadKids can operate in both schools and clubs, giving more children the opportunity to experience the core athletics’ disciplines of running, throwing and jumping. QuadKids is a team based quadrathlon competition where each athlete does a sprint, a middle distance run, a long jump and a throw. It is primarily targeted at young athletes from the age of 7-13. 

QuadKids Secondary format – Year 7/8 athletes do a 100m sprint, Vortex Howler Throw, Running Long Jump and 800m run. 
A new format called Super 8 is currently being piloted for Secondary Schools.

YEAR 7&8 SPORTSHALL ATHLETICS FOR STATE SECONDARY SCHOOLS

	LOCAL

	STAGE 1 – PARTNERSHIP COMPETITION (open to Partnership schools only)
The athletes that compete in this competition are selected by their teachers.  Each secondary school should enter a team and the athletes represent their school.  This competition is usually run by SSCOs and Competition Managers, with assistance from young leaders and community coaches/clubs where possible. The events should be organised on rotation by a sub group made up of teachers from a number of schools within the Partnership.  Support is available from England Athletics and Sportshall Associates.

	COUNTY

	STAGE 2 – SURREY OR SOUTH LONDON SCHOOLS COUNTY FINAL
The two winning teams from the local competitions are put through to the county final. The teams represent their Partnership. In this age group, there are 4 competitions – Yr 7 Girls, Yr 7 Boys, Yr 8 Girls, Yr 8 Boys.  This competition is organised by Sportshall Associates, with assistance from Competition Managers, young leaders and community coaches/clubs where possible.

	STAGE 3 – REGIONAL FINAL

The winning teams from the County Final progress to the Regional Final. This competition is organised by Sportshall Associates.

The strength of Sportshall within the athletics club setting, coupled with the opportunities for county representation in the Sportshall UK Championships, provides a great stimulus to develop competitive opportunities for the Secondary age groups.


CROSS COUNTRY
The details below are a guide as to how local events should be run, in line with County, Regional and National competitions. For best practice advice and further support on running events using different formats for varying entries and facilities, please contact Jeff Manson (Oxted School) or visit www.ssaa.org.uk.

	Age, Ability, Format
	Depending on the school type (Primary or secondary) there are competitions for Primary athletes (Year 6 & below) and Secondary Age Groups are: Juniors (Over 13 & Under 15), Intermediates (Over 15 & Under 17) and Seniors (Over 17 and Under 19). Selection at Secondary level is usually through representing the school District rather than the school at Primary Level. Please note the following age group definitions:

Under 13 : Eleven years and under 13 years of age
Juniors : Thirteen years and under fifteen years of age
Intermediates: Fifteen years and under seventeen years of age
Seniors: Seventeen years and under nineteen years of age
Competitors must fall between these ages on 31st August at the end of the current school year.
Districts tend to nominate 14 athletes of which TEN may compete on the day of competition

Year 10 & 11 (Inter and Senior Girls) 4.5km

TRACK & FIELD
	Age, Ability, Format
	Age Groups are: Over 13 & Under 15, Over 15 & Under 17, Over 17 and Under 19 (ages as August 31 in year of competition). Year 7 are not eligible for entry in Surrey Schools, but may have competition at local level.
Recommended format of competition: Each school has two athletes per event. In track events they should be graded as “A” and “B” string up to and including 400m. Districts may select ONE competitor in each event to compete at Surrey Schools. Athletes are permitted to enter ONE event at County Level.

CLUB INFORMATION

Age range - Clubs cover all age groups from 11 years old. Some clubs accept younger children.  For links to your local club and details of competition and training age ranges take a look at www.surreyathletics.org.uk
Training session times - Most club training sessions take place on a Tuesday and Thursday evening as well as a Sunday morning, but do check with your local club for further information.

Coaches – All coaches are required to undergo CRB checks every 3 years to retain their coaching licence.  Coaches must attend UKA Coaching courses in order to qualify as a coach.  Information on courses is available at www.englandathletics.org/coaching-courses
Performance progression - Athletes can see how their performances rank nationally on the  Power of 10 website  www.thepowerof10.info or locally on the Surrey AA website rankings at www.surreyathletics.org.uk  
Club and County activities - There will normally be opportunities to obtain coaching and to compete at an appropriate level with your club.  Clubs enter teams, based on performance and age, into various competitive leagues.  Individual competition is provided at County Championships. SCAA then selects teams from these competitions to represent Surrey in inter County Competitions. Competitions are held in cross country, track and field (including indoor), road running and Sportshall athletics.

Technical Officials - Athletic competitions cannot take place without officials to oversee the event and to ensure fair play. Officials attend UKA Technical Officials Courses for qualification and include Track Judges, Field Judges, Time keepers and Starter/Marksmen.  All officials must undergo a CRB check every 3 years to retain their qualification.  Information on courses is available at www.england.org/officials or www.surreyathletics.org.uk
ATHLETICS NETWORKS

Athletics Networks are clusters of clubs working strategically with other local key partners including schools to develop the sport of athletics in that area. McCain Athletics Networks are multiple clubs (often comprising of a mixture of track and field and off-track) working together in each area. McCain Athletics Networks will seek to drive up the quality of coaching, links with community groups such as schools, competition in clubs (inter and intra club) and also seek to develop the all round quality of provision within clubs in the network.
